Players Code of conduct

The principals that underpin the Leamington Cricket club child protection policy that relate to this Code of Conduct are:

The child’s welfare is paramount

All Children, whatever their age, culture, disability, gender, language, racial origin, religious belief or sexual identity have the right to protection from abuse

All children have the right to be safe and treated with dignity and respect

In registering the player with Leamington Cricket Club the player and parents/guardians agree to the following code of conduct

Any breach of the Code may lead to the player being warned as to his/her future conduct or in more serious cases being suspended or barred from participation in LCC activities

The player agrees to:

· Abide by the spirit, as well as the letter, of the Laws of Cricket

· Accept the umpire’s decision at all times and not show any dissent

· Not to take any unnecessary risks

· Play cricket in a competitive manner but maintain the highest standards of sportsmanship

· Accept victory and defeat with dignity and grace

· Not to use foul or abusive language on or off the field

· Not to attempt to intimidate or deliberately distract opponents by acts of gamesmanship or aggressive behaviour

· Treat all players as you would like to be treated

· Co-operate with coaches, team-mates and opponents

· Remember cricket is fun- don’t do it simply to please parents and coaches

The parents/Guardians Agree to:

· Encourage and help the players to adhere to the code of conduct

· Support the player without pressure, praise good work and refrain from criticising lapses

· Set a good example to the player

· Respect the opportunity given to the player

· Communicate with the Leamington Cricket Club staff/Coaches, keeping them informed about matters affecting the players

Players Charter

· Players must pay full attention to all safety aspects, both on and off the field

· Players should always listen and put into action the instructions given by any member of the coaching staff of Leamington Cricket Club

· Players must ensure they have the correct/appropriate kit. A youth cricketer will not be permitted to take part unless a helmet is worn (to clarify, this is whilst batting and when wicket keepers stand up to the stumps)

· Youth cricketers are to be dropped off to matches/training sessions by parents/guardians at the times confirmed by the relevant coach

· Players selected for games must confirm to the relevant coach/manger if they are able to play at the earliest possible opportunity.

· Players must demonstrate proper personal behaviour and conduct at all times, both on and off the cricket field
